Most interpretive (Body Worship) dances are much like contemporary worship songs. They are meant to use movements to communicate praise directly to God. However, come home running does not use Dance to communicate praise directly to God. Rather the goal of this dance uses the framework of the story of the prodigal son written in the Gospels to try and communicate the message of grace that is in that story. The dance is really an expression of the song, which is an exhortation to the listener to turn to Jesus. The song tells us that Jesus will accept us if we repent and turn back to him despite our disobedience and rebellion. Thus the dance is about a heart that strays from God and than struggles with feelings of failure & shame and is hesitant about returning to God. My inspiration comes more from my own constant struggles with feelings of failure and shame that often lead me to continue to try and fix things on my own rather than turning to God and admitting that I am weak.
